On Thursday, March 26, 2020, The Temple of Restoration began our 
weekly food distribution not just to our members, but to our community and beyond. Led 
by Bishop Angelo Barbosa and a team of six, at the time, our gates opened. On day one, we 
started by distributing approximately 100 boxes of fresh produce, meats, dairy products, and 
snacks. Presently, every Thursday, ALL TTOR locations in the tri-state area, from Mt. Vernon to 
New Jersey, distribute over 1000 bags and boxes of produce and freshly cooked meals. God’s 
reach is not limited.

People come from other boroughs to receive from the helping hands of God. Many who come 
offer their service to help, wanting to be part of God’s work. Some recipients are the homeless 
from neighborhood temporary shelters, who are grateful for the cooked meals. Families come 
to get their week’s supply of food. We see friends sharing and distributing to others. People 
have made friends standing in line each week. As one person stated, “It is not about black, 
white, or Asian; it’s about camaraderie, people helping people, people encouraging people.” 
One grandmother brings her 8-year-old grandson to get lunch during his online class breaks. 
His mom is away and grandma raising her grandson needs and appreciates all the help she 
gets. The food she receives makes it easier to feed herself and her grandson week to week.

With a passion for needy and lost souls, the Lord placed on the man of God’s heart, Bishop 
Angelo, to challenge the church via livestream to help financially. The people embraced 
the challenge, and financial help was sent to out-of-state TTOR locations in Rhode Island, 



Massachusetts, and overseas in Brazil, Cape 
Verde (4 Islands), Trinidad and Tobago, India, 
South Africa, and Mozambique. COVID-19 
was not contained to the US and neither 
were we. TTOR extended a helping hand to 
the islands of Grenada, Guyana, Haiti, and 
Jamaica where we were able to distribute 
over 1000 care packages throughout the 
island. God continues to be faithful.

Despite everything that is going on in this 
world, we continue to do our part as a 
church; we are the light of the world. On 
Thanksgiving, we were able to serve over 
1500 Thanksgiving Day bags with the help of 
volunteers from the NYC Police Department, 
and on December 24th, we have set a goal to 
distribute over 2000 holiday bags to families 
in need.

On March 25th, 2020, during the 
height of the COVID-19 pandemic, I 
was admitted to Long Island Jewish 
Hospital for what my medical doctor 
determined to be pneumonia and 
Covid-19. After my admittance, I 
remained in the hospital, just lying 
on the bed, hooked up to a very high 
level of oxygen, with no idea of what 
was going on. The doctors were trying 
various medications to assist me with 
the other symptoms I was having, but 
God kept me. It was such a very dark 
place to be in, but God. 

During those challenging days, the 
doctors tried twice to incubate me 
stating that the oxygen I was taking 
to assist my breathing was not 
working. But thank God they never 
incubated me. God turned it around, 
and I remained in the bed hooked up 
on the oxygen. The doctors told me 
twice in a simple form that I would 
die. That was their report, but the 

report of the Lord stated differently. 
Although others were dying all around 
me in the hospital, His word was that 
I would live and not die and declare 
the works of the Lord. To God be the 
Glory, He saved me! For many days, I 
was unable to walk or breathe on my 
own. After those 49 challenging days, 
God granted me to be discharged 
from the hospital. They sent me home 
with the oxygen, and I remained on it 
for another five weeks being assisted 
at home by my wife and my son. 
The medical doctors told me that I 
would have to remain on oxygen for 
my lifetime. They sent me at home 
with medical care, a nurse, a physical 
therapist, and did video calls with me. 
Eventually, after the fifth week, it was 
a suddenly! The Holy Spirit directed 
me to remove the oxygen from my 
nostrils. Yes, it was God. I did as I 
was directed by the Holy Spirit and 
removed the oxygen from my nostrils. 
Yes, God removed that oxygen from 
me. When I went into the hospital, 
I was wearing a size 40, but when I 
left the hospital, I was wearing a size 
32. Today I am off oxygen and doing

is Adrian Dindyal. I am twenty-four 
years old, and I live in Guyana. On 
November 5th, I was paralyzed on my 
right side and taken to the hospital. 
The doctors later diagnosed me 
with a left hemisphere stroke. I was 
experiencing sensory impairment 
problems with my speech and even 
the inability to see the right visual 
field of each eye. They gave me just 
three weeks to live in a wheelchair. 
Everyone was crying and pitiful 
toward me. Word went around and 
on November 17th a friend sent me 
The Temple Of Restoration Word 
of Encouragement program with 
Pastor Rosalie for the first time. She 
preached from Matthew 13, “Faith 
Like A Mustard Seed”. She mentioned 
that this sickness is not unto death but 
all for the Glory of God. As I listened 
from my bed at 2am, my body began 
to absorb the Word of God, and it was 
in the STRONG PRAYER that I began to 
feel.

The 
specialists reversed their report, and 
my body is totally restored. When 
the people in our congregation saw 
me running around the congregation, 
they were in tears with my testimony. 
Now our members tune into all TTOR 
services. Today, I am utterly grateful 
for TTOR.

I just want to share my testimony 
of how God has been good to me 
throughout this pandemic.

On Tuesday, March 17th, I 
received a call notifying me that my 
appointment was postponed until 
further notice. I was disappointed 
somewhat but in the back of my 
mind, I was saying this is just a minor 
setback for a major comeback. As 
time passed, I fasted and prayed 
and didn’t lose hope.

of July, I received a letter from USCIS 
notifying me that my appointment 
was July 28th. On the day of the 
interview, the two people who knew 
about the interview asked me, “What 
are you hoping for?”

I’m just going in for 
them to see who they’re giving the 
card to, and I  will be getting my 10 
years green card.” While I was in the 
car, I anointed my head with oil and 
when I got in the building, I anointed 
the palms of my hands and the soles 
of my feet because I was trusting 
God to order my steps. When my 
interview was over, the interviewer 
said “You will receive mail within 4 
weeks.” I turned to him and said, “I’m 
hoping it’s all good news.”

A week 
after the interview, I checked online 
and it said your status is  approved! 
Two weeks after, I received my card in 
the mail and to God be the glory.
