Many people have asked me, “What’s the right way to pray?” or “How 
should I pray?” My answer is always the same: Just talk with God as you 
would a friend. Prayer is not complicated. There is no wrong way or place 
to pray. You don’t have to: be on your knees, hands folded, covered up, 
in a church, etc. These things are great, but how many times in a day can 
you actually get on your knees to pray? 

If you’re working, driving, walking, cooking, sitting on your bed, etc., you 
can pray. No one prayer is more powerful or effective than another. In 
other words: God won’t ignore your prayer because you’re not on your 
knees. Prayer is a simple dialogue with God no matter when, where, or 
how.

Far too many complicate it by adding man-made rules and regulations. 
I don’t have to turn a specific way, cover my head, rock back and forth, 
or wash my hands before I pray. I just have to pray! That’s it! God just 
wants dialogue. He desires RELATIONSHIP. A real relationship isn’t about 
appearances but honesty and transparency. The more one grows in their 
relationship, the less they feel they have to impress others. Right? For 
example, the longer a couple is married, the more comfortable, secure 
they are; they can be themselves with no pressure to look good every 
moment.

Simple dialogue is what the Lord desires of us. The simpler, the better.

So everyone who 
knows me knows how excited I was. Then the 
pandemic came, and 2020 became “the year 
of my uncertainty.” I caught COVID-19. As I 
look back now, I realize that I may have been 
strong physically, but mentally and spiritually, 
I was weak. Fear took over my life; my Faith 
in God lessened. I even had to stop working 
due to the after-effects of COVID. I was ready 
to give up on hope because all the doctors 
and specialists I visited couldn’t diagnose why 
I had all those symptoms. I couldn’t sleep or 
eat, had constant fatigue, and most of all, 
breathing became a struggle for me. I had 
so many pills for sleep, eating, anxiety, and 
depression. I even had hallucinations. With 
all that happening, I started to read my Bible 
every day and asking God for His mercy upon 
my life, and I even called most of the people 
I could reach and let them know that I was 
sorry for the way I handled situations with 
them. I even flushed all the pills and said to 
God one morning, “God, this is between you 
and me now.” And that was the morning I 
turned on my tv looking for a church service 
and happened to see TTOR’s Early Risers 



service. I clicked on it, and that was 
it for me; I said I’m going to church. 
I started off in Queens, but it was 
challenging for me to get there from 
where I live, so I got information on 
490 Pacific Street and came. I would 
come and sit at the back. I will never 
forget one Sunday in December, Pastor 
Liz did the 10 am service, and I was on 
the balcony. The Word was on fear, 
the 23rd Psalm. I remember that part 
well. I also remember her saying, as 
she always does, “Stand to your feet. 
I would like to pray for you. And when 
I finish praying, no one will leave the 
same way they came!” Believe me; I 
was one of those people. 

As I look back, that’s where my 
breakthrough started.

My internship experience was a very 
pleasant one. It showed me many 
things that I needed to learn to further 
achieve my goals not only in social 
work but in daily life as well. I learned 
to show empathy not only with clients 
but with co-workers and people that 
are not close to me. For example, 
a person you may see in school 
that may not be doing well; you can 
attempt to make their day by saying 
good morning. I think I have the edge 
on that with this agency being faith- 
based, because its morals are linked 
to showing empathy.

I really enjoyed my internship with 
the ministry. I liked partnering with 
different organizations who had 
the same mission and values as the 
ministry. It shows that there are a 
lot of organizations that are doing 
the work by addressing community 
disparities such as immigration, health 
equity, mental health disorders, and 
substance misuse or abuse.

I went to TTOR over five years ago, and sister Elisa 
and pastor Rosalie prayed for my family and me. 
During my time there, my children and I have 
received a lot of blessings and a lot to testify about, 
including jobs and overcoming serious sickness. 
The pastors encouraged me to file for my disability 
benefits because of my sickness and what I have 
been battling in my life, so I filed after I took it to 
TTOR for prayer over the documents. Two weeks 
ago, I went to TTOR Jamaica and got the last 
sacrifice envelope available when pastor Damian 
was there. I went back on Monday to drop off my 
sacrifice envelope before bishop left. My blessings 
have been answered. My social security disability 
benefits are approved for me and my daughter 
Allaire. To God be the glory! It shows that God 
answers prayers; just trust and keep on praying. 

This includes two testimonies. In 2014, I was 
working for a company when I got injured on my 
day off. I immediately notified my boss about my 
injury. She told me that I could not file for workers’ 
compensation because I was not on the job, but I 
should call them when I got well. I knew that I could 
not file for benefits. After a year, I got healed, thank 
God. I called my boss, and she told me, “Sorry, I 
cannot take you back because you got injured.” I 
never bothered them again. Two weeks ago, I got a 
voicemail from that same company saying that they 
noticed that I was working for them in 2014, and 
they wanted me to come back to work. They even 
called my daughter, telling her that they were trying 
to reach me to tell me to come back to work. Thank 
God, I don’t need them anymore because now my 
husband and I have our own business! God can take 
you from the pit and place you in the palace. Prayer 
works.
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“... please let Your ear be attentive 
and Your eyes open to hear the prayer 
of Your servant which I am praying 
before You...” (Nehemiah 1:6).

Many people have asked me, “What’s 
the right way to pray?” or “How should 
I pray?” My answer is always the 
same: Just talk with God as you would 
a friend. Prayer is not complicated. 
There is no wrong way or place to pray. 
You don’t have to: be on your knees, 
hands folded, covered up, in a church, 
etc. These things are great, but how 
many times in a day can you actually 
get on your knees to pray? 

If you’re working, driving, walking, 
cooking, sitting on your bed, etc., 
you can pray. No one prayer is more 
powerful or effective than another. In 
other words: God won’t ignore your 
prayer because you’re not on your 
knees. Prayer is a simple dialogue with 
God no matter when, where, or how.

Far too many complicate it by adding 
man-made rules and regulations. I 
don’t have to turn a specific way, cover 

my head, rock back and forth, or wash 
my hands before I pray. I just have to 
pray! That’s it! God just wants dialogue. 
He desires RELATIONSHIP. A real 
relationship isn’t about appearances 
but honesty and transparency. The 
more one grows in their relationship, 
the less they feel they have to impress 
others. Right? For example, the 
longer a couple is married, the more 
comfortable, secure they are; they can 
be themselves with no pressure to 
look good every moment.

Simple dialogue is what the Lord 
desires of us. The simpler, the better. 
I love talking to God early in the 
mornings, while it’s still dark outside 
and the household is sleeping. 
Sometimes, I walk, or kneel down, or 
sit at my kitchen table, but I’m there 
talking to Him. Even while writing 
this devotional, I’m reading the Word 
and talking to Him, writing it down as 
I receive it. Simplify your prayer life. 
Don’t be concerned with elaborate 
words, the amount of time you’re 
praying, etc. Be as simple as possible 
and be effective. Be blessed. 
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Before coming to the Temple of Restoration, l 
was Muslim but wasn’t following the way a true 

Muslim should. I felt like I was forced into become 
a Muslim, and I wasn’t allowed  to choose who I 
wanted to serve. That’s why I fell back from being 
Muslim. But I always did whatever I was told to 
do which was pray five times a day, fast, don’t 
eat any pork, and so on; but it all felt forced. One 
day, my girlfriend invited me to come to TTOR. 
I’ve been coming for about three years now. What 
really grabbed my attention about TTOR was my 
girlfriend and her family. They are very big believers 
in Christ and before I met them, I really wasn’t 
a big believer at all. But I saw the change that 
was happening in their lives, especially her sister 
Chelsee. She was going down a path that I wouldn’t 
want anyone to go down, and it just didn’t seem 
like it was going to end well. But I saw that she was 
starting to grow a stronger connection with God 
while constantly staying in prayer, and just overall 
becoming a better person. It made me realize that 
she was serving someone that was so powerful, 
and it made me want to have that experience. 
I wanted to know who she was praising and 
worshipping; everything in her life was changing 
and evolving. Now, I am a faithful member of TTOR, 
and GOD has been pouring his blessing upon me 
ever since. I recently got baptized, and a week later 
began the hiring process for the Newark police 
department.



There’s a class of people that are 
often forgotten by society. They go 
unnoticed in most situations, as we 
keep ourselves busy and our heads 
down thinking about the list of items 
we need to finish by the end of the 
day. We ponder about what matters 
most to us and our families, while 
people wane in the shadows of the 
streets and in other cases, voiceless 
behind prison walls. As I type this, I’m 
reminded that every soul has a story, 
and it’s imperative that we take time 
to hear the heartbeat and identify 
the humanity of others. Jesus shares 
it this way: “Don’t forget about those 
in jail. Suffer with them as though 
you were there yourself. Share the 
sorrow of those being mistreated, 
for you know what they are going 
through” (Hebrews 13:3 TLB). 

This year has been trying times for 
everyone, and the prison ministry is 
no exception. Virtual platforms have 
allowed us to continue working with 
clients at a limited capacity; however, 
we’ve found solace in writing letters, 
cards, and sending memos of 
encouragement to those in need. We 
witnessed breakthroughs and shared 
excitement with many men and 
women, as they reunited with their 
families upon release. We delivered 
meals during the Thanksgiving holiday, 
and as we prepare to close out with 
our year-end holiday initiative for 
children of incarcerated parents, I’m 
still overwhelmed by the goodness of 
God. As 2021 approaches the horizon, 
I’m excited to see what God has in 
store for the servants of TTOR Prison 
Outreach Ministry.  
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The Temple of Restoration is good 
and fertile soil for those who desire 
to be sowers. It is the kind of soil 
that promotes growth and produces 
bountiful harvests. Thousands of 
people have experienced positive 
changes in their lives as a result 
of being obedient to the Lord and 
becoming partners with this ministry 
that has been raised up by the Lord for 
this end-time harvest.  

We strongly believe the hundredfold 
harvest for those who are partners in 
this ministry. We take great pleasure in 
being faithful to and extremely serious 
about our responsibility to see that 
this ministry remains committed to 
its calling: to go into all the world and 
spread the gospel to all creation. This 
is done through our daily walk of faith 
and being in total obedience to the 
Word of God. Here at TTOR, we value 
the commitment of every partner, and 
every seed sown in this ministry is 
considered holy.

At the beginning of last year, I was 
taking Uber back and forth to work. I 
had a car, but my anxiety was so bad 
that I was afraid to drive to work. One 
morning, I met Elisa, who is a member 
of TTOR Newark. Elisia was very kind. I 

told her some of my background and 
my struggles. She got to the front of my 

job and asked to pray with me. I was so 
grateful because I am a praying woman and 

know the power of prayer. She then invited me to 
deliverance service that Friday night. I told her I would try 
my best to make it. That Friday, I told my sons we were 
going to Church. I was so afraid to drive due to my anxiety, 
but I pushed myself, took the local streets, and made it 
there. That night, I prayed for God to remove my anxiety. 
I wrote my prayer request, and the pastor prayed over my 
children and me. It was so powerful there; they prayed 
like no other church I had ever been to. They believed in 
the prayers and made me believe everything was going 
to be ok. Fast forward. After that night, I kept going and 
kept praying with them. They were warm, welcoming, and 
prayer warriors. The pastor prayed with conviction. 

I got up one morning and felt God say, “Today, you’re going 
to drive to work.” I had been at my job for four (4) years 
but never drove there. So I trusted God, and the prayer 
helped me feel stronger. I drove to work that day, and I’m 
still driving today; it’s been over a year now! This is just one 
of the many testimonies I have experienced at the Temple 
of Restoration. God is truly there. There is pure worship and 
genuine love there. They care for you like no other place I 
have ever been. The pastor will pray for you anytime you 
need, and his wife answers the prayer line at any hour. I 
love the fellowship there. All the Team check in on you to 
make sure you are ok. I recommended TTOR to my sister, 
and she came once and received the same deliverance 
I experienced. Now she drives here every Sunday that 
she’s off from work all the way from PENNSYLVANIA! I am 
grateful to God that He led me there. For anyone looking 
for true deliverance and a praying church family, The 
Temple of Restoration is the place to be.



I must say I am very blessed to be part of a 
church that truly cares for its church members. 
I have never seen any pastors or bishops who 
went as far as to stand in the gap for their 
church members. Their going all the way to 
Israel to pray and fight for us is beyond amazing. 
I usually see other churches give an invite to 
travel with them, and the church members 
most likely will carry their problems to Israel and 
pray for an answer, but TTOR is really the true 
example of the love of Christ. I know for sure the 
devil is not happy because there will be a lot of 
breakthroughs after those powerful prayers. So 
let us remember to pray a special prayer for our 
bishops and pastors who left their families to go 
and intercede for us. I want to thank you from 
the bottom of my heart for showing us the love 
of Christ through the fruit of the Spirit. Not every 
church nowadays can do what you do on a daily 
basis. May God bless you all so much that your 
cups run over.
